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9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference Hosts Second S. R.

Bhatt Memorial Lecture
Date: September 18,2025
Ahmedabad: As part of the 9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference held at Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar Open University (BAOU), the 2nd S. R. Bhatt Memorial Lecture was organized. This lecture
was dedicated to the memory of the eminent thinker, the late Prof. S. R. Bhatt, honouring his enduring
contributions to Indian philosophy and intercultural understanding.
The session was chaired by Dr. Sanjay Paswan, Former Minister of State, India. He emphasized that
self-discovery is attained through Dharma and spirituality, while yoga serves as a means to reduce
stress. He reflected that every religious tradition begins as an idea, then evolves into a belief, and
ultimately becomes a philosophy. He underlined that this conference provides an international
platform for presenting diverse perspectives, affirming that philosophy is the path to awakening the
consciousness of the mind.
The lecture was delivered by Prof. Geo Lyong Lee, Former President of the Korean Society for Indian
Studies, South Korea. He dedicated a poem to the late Prof. S. R. Bhatt and explained the influence of
Ramanujacharya’s Vishishtadvaita Vedanta. Furthermore, he drew comparisons between
Shankaracharya’s Advaita Vedanta and Korean philosophy, highlighting their shared dimensions.
From a philosophical perspective, he explored the origin of the universe and emphasized that, in the
present era, the primary goal of humanity must be peace. He also noted that Korea has, for centuries,
been animportant center of Buddhism.

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Swami Shri Govind Dev Giri Maharaj Stresses on the Essence of
Karma at Dharma Dhamma Conference

Ahmedabad: Swami Shri Govind Dev Giri Maharaj, Treasurer, Shri Ram Janmabhoomi Pilgrimage Area
Nyas, India, delivered a key address at the 9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference at Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar Open University (BAOU).

Swami ji stated that human life is full of worker, reader and mental—three types of deeds. None of
these alone is perfect, but these three together make life complete. A moment cannot be lived
without karma.

He presented the Panchkosha (Five Sheaths) thought offered in the Vedic tradition. Through these
five sheaths, itis explained that manis not merely the body, but he is a vast existence made up of body,
soul, mind, knowledge and pleasure. The great mantra of Rigveda guides us: "Asto ma sadgamaya,
tamso ma jyotirgamaya" (Let us move from lie to truth, from darkness to light).

The Vedic Karma system makes two important requests: 1. Whatever deeds we do, we surely get a
reward. 2. Fruit will be reaped according to karma; no one can stopit.

So it is necessary to meditate and contemplate before doing each karma. He affirmed, "The fruit of
deedsisas certainasdeath." Thisis the firm truth.

Therefore, we should keep in mind while doing karma that it is auspicious and pure. The purity of
thought is the purity of karma. Instead of going towards forbidden deeds, we should always lead to
good deeds. True salvation is not in running away from life, but in living life with good deeds and pure
contemplation.
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9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference Concludes with Focus
on Karma, Dharma, and Global Harmony

Ahmedabad: The 9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference, hosted by Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar Open University (BAOU), drew towards its benedictory session, reaffirming the central
vision of celebrating the shared wisdom of Hindu and Buddhist civilizations and exploring their
potential to guide humanity in a world of change.

The session was chaired by Come Carpentier, Distinguished Fellow, India Foundation, France, who
steered the dialogue with thoughtful reflections. He spoke of the eternity of the world, drawing
parallels to the Kalpavriksha, the wish-fulfilling tree, and recalling how Lord Buddha attained
enlightenment under the Bodhi Tree. He emphasized that the universe is governed by the law of
karma, a principle that resonates deeply even in the light of modern scientific explorations, including
guantum physics. His reflections highlighted how ancient insights continue to align with
contemporary understandings of the cosmos.

Swami Govinda Dev Giri Ji Maharaj, Treasurer, Shri Ram Janmabhoomi Teerth Kshetra Trust, India,
reflected on the centrality of karma as an action with noble purpose. He noted that the concept of
karma is foundational across Vedic, Jain, and Buddhist philosophies, with the Vedic tradition further
classifying its dimensions. Quoting Asato Ma Sadgamaya, Tamaso Ma Jyotirgamaya, he emphasized
Dharmaasthetrue balancein life. Speaking on the doctrine of avatars, he explained how incarnations
emerge to reconstruct moral values and restore equilibrium, reinforcing that the essence of Dharma
liesin balance andrighteousness.

Most Venerable Arayawangso, Chief Abbot of Buddhapojhariphunchai Forest Monastery (D),
Thailand, offered profound insights on the enduring relevance of the law of Dhamma as the guiding
principle of life. Drawing from the example of Buddha’s enlightenment, he explained how Dhamma is
synonymous with natural law, encompassing the laws of action, biology, and physics. He highlighted
mano kamma (mental action), the principle of conditionality (idapaccayata), and dependent
origination (paticcasamuppada) as central to understanding the interconnectedness of existence.
Reaffirming the Four Noble Truths, he underlined how the law of Dhamma continues toilluminate the
path of wisdom and liberation.

Mahamahopadhyaya Swami Bhadreshdas, Head, BAPS Swaminarayan Research Institute,
Akshardham, New Delhi, India, described the conference theme as immensely valuable, as it touches
upon the mystery of the entire universe. He emphasized that the pursuit of moksha reflects the depth
of India’s philosophical thinking. Reflecting on the eternal struggle between dharma and adharma
and the varied types of karma, he urged that one’s kartavya (duty), when performed with sincerity,
endures for thousands of years. Citing the story of Nachiketa and the principles of the Bhagavad Gita,
he underlined that spirituality and righteous action form the essence of Dharma’s continuity.
Bhaddanta Kovida, Vice Chairman, State Sangha Maha Nayaka Committee, Myanmar, concluded the
session with his blessings, affirming the enduring relevance of the Dhamma in guiding humanity
towards peace, compassion, and harmony.

The benedictory session beautifully encapsulated the spirit of the conference, where diverse
traditions converged in wisdom, harmony, and mutual respect to inspire a path forward for humanity.




9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference: Plenary Session 1
Explores Philosophical and Cultural Dimensions of Dharma and
Dhamma

Date: September 19, 2025

Ahmedabad: The first plenary session of Day 2 of the 9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference
brought together scholars, spiritual leaders, and policymakers to explore the philosophical, cultural,
and social dimensions of Dharma and Dhamma, fostering dialogue across traditions and nations.

Prof. Sunaina Singh, Former Vice-Chancellor, Nalanda University, India, chaired the session and
emphasized the importance of cross-cultural understanding and scholarly exchange in building
bridges between civilizations.

Shree Swami Mitrananda, Spiritual Teacher, Chinmaya Mission, India, emphasized the importance of
spiritual discipline. He underlined the practice of japa and meditation, urging that all performances
must be dedicated to God. He highlighted that offering actions to God elevates them into acts of
devotion and reaffirmed the essence of the Dharma-Dhamma tradition.

Mr. SupachaiVeerapuchong, Secretary-General, BodhiGayaVijalaya 980 Institute, Thailand, shed light
on the need to bridge the gap between knowledge and practice. He spoke about the Dhamma Yatra
projects, SAMVAD talk, and the Bodhgaya Vijayalay 980 institute. He observed that the true
motherland is where Dharma is lived and practiced. Stressing that many study Dharma but fewer
embody it, he pointed to emotions, unity, and integrity as the foundation of harmonious societies.
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Mr. Maris Sangiampongsa, Former Minister of Foreign Affairs, Thailand, presented an exposition on
the philosophy of Lord Buddha. He spoke on the themes of soul transition, transformation, avatars,
and the principles of Dharma in the context of business ethics. He further referred to Dhamma Yatras
and asserted that the 21st century belongs to Asia.

Mr. IL Soo Moon, Director, International Sati Institute and Emeritus Professor, Dongguk University
College of Medicine, South Korea, introduced a neuroscientific perspective on Buddha’s mind space.
He elaborated on the perception of objects, the process of perception, and the concept of anusati
(memoryimage). He explained how anusati can be influenced by influxes, drawing from the Samyutta
Nikaya.

The session concluded with an engaging question-and-answer discussion, offering participants an
opportunity to seek clarifications and deepen their understanding.

This session exemplified the rich convergence of thought and practice, demonstrating how the shared
heritage of Hindu and Buddhist civilizations offers enduring guidance for ethical living, societal
harmony, and global understanding.
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9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference: Plenary Session 2
Explores Dharma, Global Governance, and Karma

Date: September 19, 2025

Ahmedabad: The second plenary session of Day 2 of the 9th International Dharma Dhamma
Conference focused on the intersections of Dharma, global governance, and intercultural dialogue,
highlighting the enduring relevance of spiritual wisdom in addressing contemporary challenges.
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Prof. Dr. Ami Upadhyay, Vice Chancellor, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Open University, India, chaired the
session. In her opening remarks, she reflected on the deep connection between Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar and the Buddhist tradition. She highlighted the relevance of the Dashavatara and the
principles of karma in the Buddha tradition, emphasizing how classical dance serves as a profound
medium of spiritual and cultural expression. Quoting “Yatho manah thatho bhava” (as is the mind, so
is the becoming), she linked karma with the pursuit of pleasure and the doctrine of the avatar. She
further underlined the need for continuous mindfulness of one’s deeds as the guiding essence of
Dharma.

Ms. Veena Upadhya, Assistant Secretary-General for Foreign Affairs, BodhiGayaVijalaya 980 Institute,
Thailand, reflected upon the role of karma from previous lives in shaping present existence. She
elaborated on the core principles of Buddhism while drawing meaningful connections with the
wisdom of the Upanishads. She emphasized the significance of Brahma Muhurat as a time of
heightened spiritual energy and harmony, and underlined the presence of an all-pervading cosmic
power that guides human life and consciousness.

Prof. Karl-Stéphan Bouthillette, Manipal Institute of Social Sciences, Humanities and Arts (MISHA),
Canada, emphasized the cyclical nature of karma, noting that “what goes around, comes around.” He
underlined that karma is not only an individual responsibility but also a path of purification that
demands mindfulness in thought and action. Linking karma to metaphysics, he described it as a form
of energy that governs human existence and urged that one must always strive to perform deeds that
contribute positively to samsara—the cycle of life.

Mr. Tulku Tenzin Gyurmey Rinpoche, Founder, Thubten Shedrubling Foundation (TSF), Tawang, India,
spoke on the Buddhist philosophy of reincarnation, offering deep insights into the basis of the Tulku
system and its historical development in Tibet. He reflected on the reasons why High Lamas
reincarnate and explained the procedures traditionally followed for recognizing a reincarnation.

Dr. Lobsang Sangay, Senior Visiting Fellow, Harvard Law School; and Former Sikyong (President) of the
Central Tibetan Administration, USA, reflected on the rich history of India, recalling the legacy of
Ashoka the Great. He observed that in ancient times, seekers from across the world journeyed to India
in pursuit of knowledge. In a contemporary context, he described India as an “elephant”—slow in its
movement, yetimmensely strong and steady in its presence.

The session concluded with an engaging question-and-answer round, allowing participants to further
explore and reflect upon the profound perspectives shared by the speakers.

The session highlighted how diverse voices and traditions converge in the Dharma-Dhamma
framework, affirming its universal relevance in shaping not only individual lives but also collective
futures.
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Scholarly Deep Dive: Research Paper Presentations at 9th
International Dharma Dhamma Conference

Ahmedabad: An integral component of the 9th International Dharma Dhamma Conference was the
presentation of research papers, which provided a scholarly platform for in-depth explorations of the
centraltheme: “Karma, Reincarnation, Transmigration and The Avatar Doctrine.”

Organized jointly by India Foundation and Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Open University, Ahmedabad,
Gujarat, this segment invited academicians, researchers, and practitioners to contribute innovative
insightsacross a wide spectrum of sub-themes.

¢ The evolution of the notion of Avatara within Indic traditions.

Theroles of Arahants, Bodhisattvas, and Jhani Buddhas in Buddhist thought.
Metempsychosis in the Pythagorean, Platonic, and Neo-Platonic schools.

Modern research into psychosomatic and neuro-psychological analogues of Karma.
e Experimental discoveries supporting the possibility of reincarnation.

The cyclical nature of birth, death, and rebirth.

e Karmaand Rebirthin Hinduism, Buddhism, and Jainism.

These presentations showcased the convergence of philosophy, spirituality, and science, reaffirming
the enduring relevance of Indic knowledge systems while engaging with global perspectives. By
fostering dialogue on both classical insights and contemporary research, the session underscored the
vibrancy of Dharma and Dhamma traditions as living sources of wisdom for humanity’s present and
future.
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Sikh and Sanatan Traditions Share Deep Roots: Plenary Session
Highlights Unity of Dharma

Date: September 20, 2025

Ahmedabad: The dialogue on the topic “Karma, Rebirth, Throwback and Avatar Principle” was
advanced in the second session of the third day of the Ninth International Religion-Dhamma
Conference. Scholars related to Philosophy, Science, Buddhist and Sikh religion presented their views
in this session.

The session was chaired by Ramesh Chandra Sinha, National Fellow, Indian Institute of Advanced
Studies (I1AS), Shimla, India. He expressed his thoughts on the concept of karma and the depth of the
broader karma principle, illustrating the importance of the central subject. Prof. Sinha noted that the
study of karmais not limited to a single tradition, but it presents a meaningful balance of two cultures,
creating a bridge of dialogue and understanding between various philosophical heritages.

As the first speaker of this season of the 9th International Dharma-Dhamma Conference, Jagbir Singh,
former Vice-Chancellor, Central University, Punjab, Bhatinda said that it is historically forgetting to
present Sanatan Dharma and Sikh religion as artificially different traditions. He said "The British
performed well-planned in the colonial period of showing the Sanatan, Jain, Buddhist and Sikh
tradition differently. The biggest role in this was playing policies like McCauley. Truly the roots of these
traditionsare shared and deep.”

Jagbir Singh clarified that the original book of Sikh religion is presented in Guru Granth Sahib. Guru
Nanakdev ji said in Japuji Sahib - "An omkar satnam karta purkhu nirbhau nirvairu, akal idol, ajuni,
saibhan, guru prasadi" is a Sikh basic mantra that describes a supreme nature of God, meaning "one
God, his name is true, he is creator and Lord of all, He is fearless and fair, He is unborn, birthless and
self-enlightened and obtained by the Guru's grace". This is part of the first sermon of Guru Nanak Dev
jiand a basic way of understanding God in Sikh religion. He said it connects to the Vedant philosophy,
where 35 is considered the symbol of Brahma. Brahma is defined in Upanishadas - "Truth Gyanam
Anantam Brahma.” (Brahmais truth, knowledge and infinite.)

Jagbir Singh Ji said that the Sanatan tradition is not limited to just one book, but it is a living
"knowledge-tradition" of complete Vedas, Upanishad, Smriti, Puran and conduct literature. Similarly,
Sikh tradition also advances the stream of religion and knowledge. He said religion is made of
kindness and contentment. Kindness, which is shown towards others and consequences of
contentment, is obtained within oneself.

He quoted the famous verse of Bhagavadgita, highlighting the relation of karma and salvation -

’WTWWWWI Ma karmafalheturbhurma te sangoastwakarmani II" (Your right
isonly in doing karma, never in its fruits. Don't consider yourself for karma and don't get addicted to
disobedience.) He said that Guru tradition and Sanatan tradition, both emphasize that only karma can
free you from bondage and also be the means of salvation.

At last Jagbir Singh ji repeated - "Sikh religion is a sacred tradition emerged from Sanatan, which
should always be remembered and respected in the same way." Both traditions are based on equal
understanding of rebirth, karma and salvation.




Kim Jongwoo (Monk Dowung), KSSS, South Korea Kim Jongwoo highlights the importance of
scriptures and languages in preservation and spread of cultural and spiritual heritage. He expressed
thoughts on the role of Devnagari and Brahmi scriptures in Buddhism, processes of translation of
sacred books and visual spread of religion through rules and Buddhist sculptures and art. In the
Korean context, he understood the construction of Hangul script, use of woodlock mantras and the
architecture and spiritual importance of Buddhist temples. Thus, he clearly presented the profound
interconnection of language, art and living Buddhist tradition.

Ashwani Kumar, Founder, Happy Life University Ashwani Kumar presented views on karma from the
perspective of consciousness and energy. He said that not all animals can remain action-free, but the
nature of karma varies by life forms—in animals it is driven by natural trends and human nature and
intelligence. True karma is not measured by consequences, but by conscious harmony with religion
and divine will. He explained the journey and conditions of rebirth and rebirth and repetition and
explaining it from contemporary example that just as GPS guides passengers, so in spiritual life GGS —
God’s Guidance System —the ultimate purpose of the soul and cosmic perfection Leads to the way.

Ram Madhav ji, President, India Foundation expressed his views on the mutual relation of karma and
consciousness. People considering themselves the highest is the imagination of the present, which
creates the reality of the future. He emphasized the need for intensive research in these areas and
highlighted the importance of continuous scholars on the principles of religion and religion, formally
concluding the session.

The session concluded through a Q&A session, which enriched discussions and paved the way
forward.
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Academic Rigor on Day 3: Research Papers llluminate ‘Karma,
Reincarnation, and The Avatar Doctrine’

Ahmedabad: The research paper presentations constituted a significant part of the 9th International
Dharma Dhamma Conference, offering a rigorous academic space for examining the overarching
theme “Karma, Reincarnation, Transmigration and The Avatar Doctrine.”

Jointly convened by India Foundation and Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Open University, Ahmedabad,
Gujarat, this segment brought together scholars, researchers, and practitioners to share unique
perspectives and innovative contributions across a wide range of related areas.

The deliberations covered multiple dimensions of the theme. Some papers engaged with the varied
interpretations of karma within Dharmic traditions, while others investigated its relationship to
scientific principles and laws of causality. The evolution of the avatara concept in Indic thought, the
succession of Buddhas in Mahayana philosophy, and the role of Tirthankaras in Jainism were also
examined in depth. Presenters further discussed the significance of Arahants, Bodhisattvas, and Jiani
Buddhas in Buddhist traditions, alongside comparative reflections on metempsychosis within
Pythagorean, Platonic, and Neo-Platonic schools of philosophy.

Contemporary academic inquiry was also well represented. Research addressing psychosomatic and
neuro-psychological analogues of karma, along with experimental studies suggesting the possibility
of reincarnation, formed a critical part of the discourse. Equally important were papers analyzing the
cyclical process of birth, death, and rebirth, and examining karma and rebirth within Hinduism,
Buddhism, and Jainism. Further, discussions on avatars and their relationship to the karmic cycle, as
well as modern reinterpretations of karma, reincarnation, and transmigration, highlighted the
adaptability of these concepts to present-day contexts.

Together, these presentations reflected the intersection of philosophy, spirituality, and scientific
inquiry. They reaffirmed the continuing significance of Indic knowledge systems, while also engaging
with global perspectives, demonstrating how Dharma and Dhamma traditions remain vibrant sources
of wisdom for addressing the challenges of both the present and the future.
